Lessons:

1. Remember a familiar fairy tale (examples:  Cinderella, Little Red Riding Hood, Jack in the Beanstalk or The Three Little Pigs).  Read and refresh your memory of this classic tale.

a) What do you like about the story?

b) Who was your favorite character?

c) Where did the story take place?

d) Did the main character have a problem?

e) How was the problem solved?

2. Write your own fractured version of the tale.  Have fun turning this tale upside down! 

Remember to include the story elements needed for your tale.  When you change one or more of the elements in a fairy tale it is called a fractured fairy tale.
a) character – people animals or things that act out the story

b)  plot – events in the story

c) Setting – where and when the story happens

d) Conflict – main characters problem or challenge

e) Resolution – how main character solves the problem or meets the challenge
